Please put classes in numerical order and USE BLOCK CAPITALS throughout when completing 

this entry form.  The Kennel Club authority to compete number (for dogs registered and resident outside the UK) must be stated or the entry will be returned.  PLEASE CHECK ALL DETAILS BEFORE 

POSTING.

I/We further declare that I believe to the best of my knowledge that the dogs are not liable to disqualification 

under Kennel Club Show Regulations.

I/We agree to submit to and be bound by Kennel Club Limited Rules and Regulations in their present form or as 

they may be amended from time to time in relation to all canine matters with which the Kennel Club is 

concerned and that this entry is made upon the basis that all current single or joint registered owners of this 

dog(s) have authorised/consented to this entry.

They have asked that we point out that 
dogs should not be left unattended in soft crates.  There have been instances 
where dogs have escaped from soft crates which have not been securely fastened 
to benches, or that have been left at ringside. 
 
We therefore ask that if you use soft crates, you do not leave the dogs unattended, 
either in the hall, or in an open car in the car park.
