Should it be necessary for the hall to be evacuated, please remember that
evacuation should be as speedy but as safely as possible, as in the case of a
fire. It is important that you do not block the exit routes with cages or bags and
that you follow any instructions given to you by the Show Management regarding
evacuation procedures.

Should any judge be prevented from fulling their engagement, the Committee
reserve to themselves the right of appointing other judges to fulfil their duties.
Exhibitors are at liberty to withdraw from competition but no entry fees can be
refunded.

Any owner, competitor or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove
as soon as possible any fouling caused by their dog(s) at any Kennel Club
licensed venue and within the environs of that event including car and caravan
parks and approaches. Adequate receptacles for the disposal of such fouling
will be provided.

The Committee will do its utmost to ensure the safety of dogs brought for
exhibition but it must be clearly understood by exhibitors and all other persons
at the Show that the Committee will not be responsible for the loss or damage
to any dogs or property, or personal injury whether arising from accident or any
other cause whatsoever.

An announcement prior to the date of closing of entries in Our Dogs of any
alteration or addition made by the Committee to the schedule or in these Rules
shall be sufficient notice thereof.

All children must be kept under control and parents will be held responsible for
any damage caused and charges incurred.

Please do not obstruct gangways with trolleys. Storage space will be made
available for trolleys/cages (SUBJECT TO SPACE LIMITATIONS - EG, ONLY
SPACE FOR CAGES WILL BE AVAILABLE AT OUR OPEN SHOWS).

If in the opinion of the Show Secretary, Show Manager or Judge any dog is
considered not in a fit state for exhibition owing to a disease, savage
disposition, or any other cause, the dog may be excluded or removed from the
show the dog must not be brought into the show at any time under any
circumstances. No animal other than an exhibit duly entered at the show will
be allowed within the precincts of the show during its continuance.

The owner, exhibitor, handler or other persons in charge of a dog at a Kennel
Club licensed venue must at all times ensure that the dog is kept under proper
control whilst at the licensed venue, including its environs, car and caravan
parks and approaches this regulation applies before (at any time during the set
up period of the venue), during the event and afterwards (at any time during
the breakdown of the event).

A dog may be disqualified by the board from any award, whether an objection
has been lodged or not, if proved amongst other things to have been a)
registered or recorded as having been bred by the scheduled judge, this shall
not apply to a judge appointed in an emergency; b) exhibited without payment
of the appropriate entry fees.

Every exhibitor shall ensure that whilst the dog is being exhibited, its handler
shall display the correct ring number.

All dogs must be registered. Where a change of ownership of a registered dog takes place the

tr]?nsfer must be at the Kennel Club previous to the show and applied for before the closing date

of entries.

One dog may be entered in several classes if eligible.

In all cases the decision of the judge will be final, except where fraud, misrepresentation or

lF){reIakérég )the rules is discovered or bona fide mistakes are made by the judge (Vide Kennel Club
ule 22¢

Should the judge be prevented from fulfilling the engagement the committee reserves the right to

appoint another judge to fulfil the duties. Exhibitors are at liberty to withdraw from competition

but no entry fee can be returned (vide Kennel Club Rule 22c and 20.1

Exhibitors making entries at this show must abide by the rules and regulations of the Kennel

Club. All entries at this show are sent without condition in any shape or form. All dogs shown

must be the unconditional property of the exhibitor in whose name they are entered and must be

entered in such names as granted by the Kennel Club.

The committee will be empowered to exclude any dog which is not in a fit state for exhibition from

disease, vice or other cause whatsoever and to cause its removal should such symptoms exhibit

themselves during the show.

The committee will not be responsible for the loss or damage to a dog or dogs or any property

arising neither from accidents or any cause whatsoever, nor for the loss or act of omission of

themselées, their officers, servants or others and it is on this understanding that entries are

accepted.

All exhibitors and handlers are required to clean up any fouling by the dog(s) in their

charge.

Spectator dogs are allowed from 4 months of age, please see the secretary to sign the book.

KEEPING YOUR DOG UNDER CONTROL:

The Border Terrier Club Committee have been concerned recently that a minority number of
dogs have shown aggression to other dogs in the ring. Will all exhibitors note to please
control your dogs, either in the ring or out of it, to ensure a pleasant experience for everyone
at the show. Dogs showing aggression towards other dogs or people cannot be tolerated.

Advisory Notes — Additional Rules and Regulations, reproduced elsewhere in this
schedule, which advises: If in the opinion of the Show Secretary, Show Manager or
Judge any dog is considered not in a fit state for exhibition owing to a disease, savage
disposition, or any other cause, the dog may be excluded or removed from the show the
dog must not be brought into the Show at any time under any circumstances. No animal
other than an exhibit duly entered at the show will be allowed within the precincts of the
show during its continuance.

DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES
(The word DOG includes both sexes)

In the following definitions, a Challenge Certificate includes any Show award that counts towards the title
of Champion under the Rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club. Wins at
Championship Shows in breed classes where Challenge Certificates are not on offer shall be counted as
wins at Open Shows.

In the case of a dog owned in partnership and entered in Members’ classes or competing for Members’
Specials each partner must at the time of entry be a member of the Society.

In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including the seventh day before the first
closing date shall be counted when entering for any class i.e.: Saturday 30th March, 2024. Wins in
Variety classes do not count for entry in Breed classes but when entering for Variety classes, wins in
both Breed and Variety classes must be counted. First prizes awarded in any classes defined as Special
do not count towards eligibility.

If an exhibitor reports before the judging of a class or classes that a dog has been entered which is
ineligible, the exhibitor may choose one of the following options:-

(1%1\1)\2I5I'HDRAWAL: The dog may be withdrawn from competition subject to the conditions of Regulation
F. .

(2) TRANSFER: a) If a dog is ineligible for a class or classes as regards its breed, colour, sex, weight
or height the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the equivalent class or classes for the correct breed,
colour, sex, weight or height and, in the event of there being no equivalent class, Minor Puppy and
Puppy excepted to the Open class for the correct breed, colour, sex, weight or height.

b) If an exhibit is entered incorrectly in a Minor Puppy Class, Puppy Class or Junior Class, which is over
age but under 12 calendar months of age, 18 calendar months of age or 24 calendar months of age
respectively the show secretary shall transfer the exhibit to the Puppy Class, Junior Class, or Yearling
Class respectively for the correct breed, colour, sex, weight or height and in the event of there being no
Puppy, Junior or Yearling Class to the Open Class for the correct breed, colour, sex, weight or height.

c) For any reason other than the above, the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the Open class for the
correct breed, colour, sex, weight or height.

d) If an exhibit arrives late and misses a class, even if it is the only class in which the dog is entered, the
dog may not be transferred to any other class.

MINOR PUPPY For dogs of six and not exceeding nine calendar months of age on the
first day of the Show.

PUPPY For dogs of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the
first day of the Show.

JUNIOR For dogs of six and not exceeding eighteen calendar months of age on

the first day of the Show.

Confined to owner, handler or exhibit not having won a Challenge

Certificate in the Breed.

NOVICE For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate/CACIB/CAC/Green

Star or three or more First Prizes at Open and Championship Shows

(Minor Puppy, Special Minor Puppy, Puppy and Special Puppy classes

excepted, whether restricted or not).

For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate/CACIB/CAC/Green

Star or five or more First Prizes at Championship Shows in Post

Graduate, Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open classes, whether

restricted or not where challenge certificates were offered for the breed.

LIMIT For dogs which have not become show Champions under the Kennel
Club Regulations or under the rules of any governing body recognised
by the Kennel Club, or won 3 or more CC/CACIB/CAC/Green Star or
won 7 or more First Prizes in all at Championship Shows in Limit and
Open Classes confined to the Breed, whether restricted or not at Shows
where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

OPEN For all dogs of the breeds for which the class is provided and eligible for
entry at the Show.

VETERAN For all dogs of not less than seven years of age on the day of the Show.

NOT FOR COMPETITION Border Terrier may be entered not for competition. Dogs must be

registered with the Kennel Club and be 6 months old on the first day of

the show. Details of each dog so entered must be recorded on the entry

form.

The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.
Pur;]);t))ies under four calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for
exhibition.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.
BEST PUPPY IN SHOW: Where a Best Puppy in Show competition is scheduled the Best Puppy
in Show is a puppy which has competed and is unbeaten by any other puppy exhibited at the
same show. A pL\l}\)/ﬁy is a doE? of six and not exceeding 12 calendar months of age on the first
day of the Show. ere the Best in Show is a Puppy it may, at the discretion of the judge be
awarded Best Puppy in Show respectively. Similarly, if the Reserve Best in Show is a Puppy
which has only been beaten by an adult dog it may at the discretion of the judge be Best Puppy in
Show respectively. Consequently selection of Best Puppy in Show must follow the selection of
Best in Show respectively. Best Puppy in show must be selected from puppies which have been
junged and which are unbeaten by any other puppy.
A Baby Pupp}; is a dog of four and less than six calendar months of age on the first day of the
show. Baby Puppy classes may be scheduled at any breed club show. Any Variety Baby Puppy
classes may be scheduled at any breed club show. Best Baby Puppy in Breed may be declared
in each breed from the dogs entered in the Baby Puppy breed classes. There must be no
progressions to further competition.
BEST IN SHOW: Best in Show must be selected from the exhibits declared Best of Sex but only
if they have received a first prize in a class at the same show. If a Reserve Best in Show is to be
selected, the eligible dogs are those declared Best Opposite Sex and the Reserve Best of Sex to
the exhibit declared Best in Show. The dogs declared Best in Show and Reserve Best in Show
must not compete in arc?/ subsequent competition.
Exhibits will not be admitted to Best in Show competition after a period of ten minutes has
elapsed since the announcement that exhibits are required for judging, unless they have been
unavoidably delayed by previous judging not completed on time, and then only with the special
Eermission of the Show Management.
xhibitors must not pick up dogs by their tails and leads when lifting them nor handle a dog in a
manner which causes its feet not to touch the %;round when on the move. This is not acceptable.
Exhibitors should note that such practice would constitute harsh handling and reports of such
practice will be referred to the Committee under Kennel Club Show Regulations F11.
All exhibitors must be familiar with Kennel Club Regulation F (Annex B) Regulations for the
Preparation of Dogs for Exhibition.
All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete
number before entry to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to
Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
DOGS IN VEHICLES ON HOT DAYS. Anyone whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed
event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should
not put a dog‘s health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise.

he vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken,
with lots of water available to drink.
. tEhns(tjjre your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around
e dog.
When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.
Keep the dog in the shade — take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always
have plenty of water available to drink so your dog stays well hydrated.
Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for
extended lengths of time.
